Beginning April 8th, 2025, BRENNAN/KIHL will be working to modify the access
to parking for 38 Lviv Blvd. This modification will be in place with all required signage
by April 11th, 2025 and restricted to local traffic only. Once completion of the
reinstatement of the access to Simcoe St. northbound is constructed, access will return
to restricted one way in and one way out through a compacted surface outlined on staging
drawing 47B. The modified stage will limit access to 38 Lviv Blvd parking as follows:

- Eastbound Lviv Blvd. closed from Simcoe to Albert;

- Westbound Lviv Blvd. has one lane open from Albert to 38 Lviv Blvd.;

- To exit from 38 Lviv Blvd, drivers MUST exit from the temporary Driveway to Simcoe St.
northbound. Any further access limitations will be outlined 48 hours before the
commencement of work.
