Bishops to US Congress: Al (artificial general intelligence) should follow ethical policy framework
The U.S. bishops urged House and Senate leaders in a June 9 letter to remember that while artificial
intelligence presents opportunities, it also presents challenges. The bishops said policy considerations
surrounding Al should be governed by an ethical framework. The bishops noted Pope Leo XIV has made
his concerns about Al an early focus of his papacy, writing, " As our Holy Father Pope Leo XIV reminds
us, Al requires 'responsibility and discernment in order to ensure it can be used for the good of all, so that
it can benefit all of humanity.”" The letter acknowledged the bishops "are not technical experts," but said
that as pastors, they are "entrusted with concern for the life and dignity of the human person and the
common good.” Al could have an impact on a host of policy considerations, the letter said, from labor
and the economy, to family life, to health care, and even to weaponry used in war.
