Vatican Unveils Bold Climate Plan to Become the World’s First Carbon-Neutral State
ZENIT - English: The tiny sovereign city-state - barely 43 hectares nestled in the heart of
Rome - has presented an ambitious new climate plan to the United Nations, pledging to cut its

greenhouse gas emissions by at least 28 percent by 2035 and to become the first carbon-
neutral nation on Earth. In his message for the World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation
this September, Pope Leo warned that “the most vulnerable among our brothers and sisters
are the first to suffer from the destructive effects of climate change, deforestation, and

pollution. Caring for creation is not an option; it is an expression of faith and of our shared
humanity.” If the Vatican succeeds in achieving carbon neutrality, it will do more than power
its lights with the sun. It will have illuminated a path for others - a reminder that in the global
struggle against climate change, conviction may yet prove stronger than capacity.
