Justice and Peace: The mission includes promoting justice, peace, and
human dignity.

The Catholic Church’s mission to promote justice, peace, and human dignity is a call
to action for every parish, vividly illustrated in the Gospel of Luke 18:10-14, the
parable of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector. This teaching emphasizes that true
righteousness flows from humility before God, which inspires parishes to foster
justice, peace, and respect for the inherent dignity of all people. At the parish level,
this mission is lived out through prayer, service, and advocacy, transforming
communities in the light of the Gospel.



In Luke 18:10-14, Jesus tells of two men praying in the temple: a Pharisee, who
boasts of his righteousness, and a tax collector, who humbly seeks God’s mercy,
saying, “O God, be merciful to me a sinner” (Luke 18:13). Jesus declares that the tax
collector, not the self-righteous Pharisee, went home justified. This parable
underscores the Church’s teaching that authentic faith requires humility, which leads
to justice and peace. Parishes are called to cultivate this humility in their members,
encouraging them to recognize every person’s dignity as made in God’s image
(Genesis 1:27) and to work for a just and peaceful world.

At the parish level, promoting justice begins with education and formation. Parishes
might host workshops on Catholic social teaching, highlighting principles like the
preferential option for the poor and the dignity of human life. For example, a parish
could organize a discussion group on economic inequality, inspired by the tax

collector’s humility, to encourage advocacy for fair wages or support for the
marginalized. Such efforts align with the Church’s mission to address systemic
injustices, as seen in Jesus' praise of the tax collector’s contrite heart over the
Pharisee’s pride.

Peace-building is equally vital. Parishes foster peace through reconciliation
ministries, such as offering Confession regularly or hosting retreats focused on
forgiveness. Socially, they might support community initiatives like mediation
programs or peace vigils to heal divisions. To uphold human dignity, parishes run
outreach programs - food pantries, homeless shelters, or refugee support - ensuring
no one is overlooked. By living the humility of the tax collector, parishes become

beacons of justice, peace, and dignity, fulfilling Christ’s call to “exalt the lowly”
(Luke 18:14).

By
immersing ourselves into this prayer, we confess our sinfulness before God and
humbly await His mercy.

I have sinned without number, forgive me, O Lord.
