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The Catholic Church’s missionary teaching at the parish level is profoundly shaped

by the “Communion of Saints,” where saints inspire and intercede for the Church’s
mission. This is especially highlighted during the Sunday of All Saints of Ukraine,
observed in some Ukrainian Catholic and Orthodox traditions on the second Sunday



after Pentecost, commemorating all saints of Ukraine, known and unknown, who
lived out Christ’s call. The Gospel reading of Matthew 4:18-23, where Jesus calls

His first disciples to become “fishers of men,” reveals how these saints guide
parishes in their evangelizing mission.

In Matthew 4:18-23, Jesus calls Simon Peter, Andrew, James, and John to leave their
nets and follow Him. Their immediate response mirrors the faith of Ukrainian saints
like St. Volodymyr the Great, who brought Christianity to Kyivan Rus’. His legacy
inspires parishioners to share the Gospel through catechesis, charity, and
community-building, fostering vibrant parishes that reflect Christ’s love. The Sunday

of All Saints of Ukraine reminds us of these figures, from martyrs to monastics, who
lived holiness in diverse circumstances, encouraging parishes to emulate their zeal.

The saints’ intercession strengthens this mission. As Jesus “went around all of
Galilee, teaching... proclaiming the gospel... and curing every disease” (Matthew
4:23), He set a model of holistic ministry echoed by saints like St. Josaphata
Hordashevska, who founded the Sisters Servants of Mary Immaculate to serve the
poor. Parishes draw on such intercession to fuel outreach - feeding the hungry,
supporting refugees, or praying for peace, especially in Ukraine’s trials. The Sunday
of All Saints of Ukraine underscores this, uniting the faithful with the heavenly
Church in prayer and action.



The Communion of Saints also connects the Church across time, as seen in the
Sunday of All Saints of Ukraine, which honours all who confessed Christ, from St.
Olga to modern martyrs. Just as the disciples left everything to follow Jesus,
parishioners are called to sacrificial service - volunteering, teaching, or serving the
needy. Saints, from figures like Saint Anthony of the Caves to the New Martyrs of
Ukraine, inspire acts of love that transform parishes into beacons of hope.

Through the Communion of Saints and the Sunday of All Saints of Ukraine, parishes
are empowered to answer Jesus’ call in Matthew 4:18-23. By living as “fishers of

men,” they spread the Gospel, drawing strength from the saints’ inspiration and
prayers.

FOLLOW UP MEDITATION

Our Church celebrates the memory of the saints to show us examples of real people
who strived to do the will of God so that we can imitate them in love, in service to
others, in longsuffering and steadfast faithfulness to God. Every day gives us new
opportunities to pray, do good works and to grow in holiness.
